In Georgia, Women and Girls face various
barriers in exercising their sexual and
Reproductive Health and Rights.

Lack of availability of information due to
absence of CSE, limited access to quality SRHR
services and violation of sexual and
reproductive rights significantly hampers the
realization of women’s right to health and
wellbeing particularly those of marginalized
groups: IDPs and women/girls living at boarder
lines,, women with disabilities, rural women
and girls.

Failure to support prevention strategies, such
as sexual and reproductive health and rights
(SRHR), throughout their entire lifecycle
jeopardizes the well-being of women and
undermines their economic and political
empowerment.
